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 I 
n Alma 14, Alma and Amulek 
are imprisoned for preaching 

and teaching the word of God 
unto a group of the Nephites who 
had gone astray.  This group of 
people had become so wicked, 
that they burned those who 
believed in the truth and made 
Alma and Amulek watch.  After 
this, they took the two, bound 
them with strong cords, and cast 
them into the prison, all the while 

mocking them, spitting on them, 
hitting them, and trying to catch 
them in their words.  However, 
the men of God would not speak 
and answer their tormentors.  The 
leaders of the people continued 
to torture Alma and Amulek for 
many days.  They even kept food 
and water from them, and took 
their clothes from them.  But Alma 
and Amulek kept silent and waited 
upon the Lord.  

After several days the chief judge 
of the land, along with many of 
their teachers and lawyers, went 
to see the two missionaries.  The 
chief judge hit both of them in 
the face again, and asked them 
to deliver themselves if they had 

the power of God.  Mockingly, 
he said that the people would 
believe if they did this.  All of the 
men with the chief judge took 
turns hitting and mocking Alma 
and Amulek.  When the last one 
had taken his turn, the power of 
God came upon both missionaries 
and they stood up on their feet.  
Alma cried, “How long shall we 
suffer these great afflictions, O 
Lord?  O Lord, give us strength 
according to our faith which is in 
Christ, even unto deliverance.” 
(Alma 14:26)  At that point, they 
broke the cords that were holding 
them, and when the people saw 
what was happened, they began 
to flee, fearing destruction was 
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about to come upon them.  They 
tried to run, but so great was their 
fear that they fell before they could 
reach the outer door of the prison.  
A strong earthquake began, and 
it destroyed the prison and all 
those in it, except for Alma and 
Amulek.  They walked out and 
went to the city.  

All the people there had heard 
the great noise that came from 
the prison and went to see what 
happened.  They saw Alma and 
Amulek coming out of the col-
lapsed prison, and were struck 
with a great fear and fled from 
both of them.  Alma and Amulek 
were then commanded by God 
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to leave that city and go to the 
land of Sidom.

This passage of scripture came 
to my mind when I heard about 
the miraculous deliverance of 
Brother Jose Chavez of Mara-
caibo, Venezuela.  In early May, 
Brother Jose was on a business 
trip to the city of Barquisimeto.  
While waiting for a cab outside 
of his hotel, he was beaten and 
robbed.  Because he saw one of 
the assailants face, he was thrown 
in a car and driven away.  Brother 
Jose said that he felt they were 
going to kill him, and all he could 
do was pray God would deliver him 
from his captors.  All of a sudden, 
for some unknown reason, the 
thieves were frightened by either 

the ministry laid hands on me, 
Brother Robert Gonzalez testi-

fied of an experience he had during 
the prayer.  He said that while I 
was being prayed for, he started 
to cry and shake.  He asked God 
why this was happening.  He then 
looked up and saw me rise from 
the chair, with a man in white next 
to me.  The man took my hand 
in His and said, “Have no fear for 
you or your wife, for I will be with 
you.”  With that, all of us knew that 
that the Lord would take care of 
my wife, Tracy, and the trip would 
be a safe and a successful one.

What a loving, powerful and 
wonderful God we serve.  May 
God continually bless His people 
and watch over them.

We give all thanks 
and glory to our Lord and Savior, 
Jesus Christ, that Brother Jose is 
still with us and able to continue to 
spread the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Brother Chalwe, the exercising 
of  faith  and the healing  power 
of God, Sister Prudence recov-
ered,  was discharged from the 
hospital and is  doing well  at 
home. All praise is given to our God 
that we worship and  serve,  for 
the evidence seen through the 
exercising of faith.

 Brother Chalwe also informed 

me that he has 15 people waiting 
to be baptized. Because of the 
heavy rains being experienced, he 
cannot go to the river and baptize 
them at the moment.  However 

he is utilizing the time between 
now and when it is safe to baptize 
to teach these converts the impor-
tance of baptism, to reinforce the 
faith and doctrine of The Church 
of Jesus Christ and to make sure 
each of them understands the 
covenant and promise they are 
making to God.
